

Objective: You will be writing a three paragraph essay on your Citizen Joe hero. You will need an introductory paragraph, body paragraph and concluding paragraph.

All illustrations for your body paragraph will be geared towards aspects of their life that you feel makes them heroic.  

Examples: 

· If you feel you have sufficient information about one aspect (their job as a youth pastor, fireman, caretaker etc.), then focus on that.  

· If you feel that they have exemplified one trait abundantly throughout several aspects of their life (family, career, parenting), then focus it on that.  

· If you feel that they have multiple areas of displaying heroism (family, work, church, parenting), then narrow it down to three illustrations.  

The key is for your body paragraph to be fluent and flowing and exemplifying them as an everyday hero.

Items you will need to turn in with final copy of essay:

1. Graphic organizer (Inspiration)
2. Rough draft (Reference folder)
3. One (1) peer edits

4. Final copy in MLA format

All the above should be paper-clipped and handed in order with final draft on top. 

Your goal is to write this paper portraying this individual as a hero. You may use quotes from this person, from others who know this person, or items that may have been written about this person. You may use life examples of what this person may do that supports them as a hero. You may also write about their life philosophy. Your graphic organizer is going to help you gear the theme of your paper -- use it to your advantage. Don't forget about the journals as well; they are a great resource for your paper. Be sure to ask questions if you are not confident about the direction you are headed.
