Lesson:

The English 11 course integrated proper MLA report formatting on a word processor as taught in the Career and Technology Foundations. This unit was incorporated into the English 11 class research paper instruction.  A PowerPoint presentation was used in the instruction of the use of proper MLA report formatting using Microsoft Word.  Students then went to a computer lab and properly formatted a report that had already been typed but not yet formatted.  Students then researched their projects for their English class and then typed their research paper using proper MLA style formatting using Microsoft Word.  Students in the English 11 class where pre and post tested on MLA style formatting so that data could be analyzed on the effectiveness of the integrated project.  

Assessment Results:

The average on the pre-test was 15.7 out of 34 questions-for a 46%.  This was much higher than the scores on the pretest last year. The average on the post-test was 19.4 out of 34 questions-for a 57%.  This was also higher than the scores on the posttest last year.
