
You and a partner are going to create your own game to aid you in learning about William Shakespeare, his life, and his plays.  In addition, you are going to be marketing the game using items you have learned throughout the entire course.  You and your partner will formulate a business plan for your product.  Once the two of you have decided on your game, you must complete the following assignments.

1.
After taking notes on Business Organizations, write a memo to Mrs. Pike and Mrs. Turner explaining your game.  Give a brief description of the game you will be marketing.  Remember your business will be set up as a partnership.  This is due by Friday, March 9.  (10 points)

2.
After taking notes on the Marketing Mix or “Five Ps” of Marketing, both of you will decide on the name together, but each of you will create your own logo for your game.  Each of you needs to decide if your logo is going to be drawn free hand or if you are going to use a picture that is appropriate.  Each of you will print out a copy of your company, game’s name and logo.  You may use the color printer.  Staple them together and turn both copies in by the end of class on Monday, March 12.  (10 points) 

3.
Develop a business card for your company.  Include the company name, logo, address, phone number, fax number, and your name and title.  This is how you will market yourself and your game when meeting with clients.  You will need to turn in one card from the two of you by Tuesday, March 13.  (10 pts)

4.
The next item that needs to be designed is a company letterhead.  It should include a company name, logo, address, phone number, fax number and an email address.  When you complete your letterhead, you will need to write a letter to a perspective company explaining your new product and your company.  You are trying to convince them to buy your game.  The letter must be on the letterhead.  You may print out your letterhead in color.  This is due Thursday, March 15.  (Letterhead 10 points, letter 20 points) 
5.
Create a memo to Mrs. Pike and Mrs. Turner giving job descriptions for all your employees.  You will need to explain how many employees you expect to have.  Along with your memo, you need to create a spreadsheet in Excel showing one payroll period (one or two weeks) for your employees.  How often will they be paid?  Be sure to include a yearly salary/hourly wage.  These are both due on Friday, March 16, 2005. (Memo 20 pts, Excel 20 pts) 

6.
Develop a PowerPoint presentation explaining all of the above activities.  Both of you must have a speaking part. Look at the attached presentation guideline sheet to see what should be included in the presentation.  The presentation needs to be at least 3 minutes in length.  Print out a copy of your PowerPoint using handouts.  Presentations will be given on Tuesday, March 27 & Wednesday, March 28.  (40 points)

8. After the PowerPoint presentation everyone will complete an evaluation of you and your partner.  In addition to this evaluation, everyone will be evaluating each game and PowerPoint presentation.

Your presentation needs to include:

( Be prepared to defend questions regarding the advertising strategies used and general questions about
   the product.

( Your presentation needs to be at least 3 minutes in length.

You may use note cards for your presentation.  Do not read your PowerPoint word for word!  You will be docked points if you do this.  If you would like to add any of your created items (logo, business card, spreadsheet, etc.) to your PowerPoint, you may insert them.
