Ratios in the Home
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A solution made of one part rubbing alcohol to one part water makes an excellent eyeglass cleaner.  Directions for mixing common household solutions are often given in ratio format. 


A ratio is the comparison of two numbers, often written as a fraction.  In fraction form the ratio of 2 to 5 would be written as 2/5.  It can also be written in colon form, that is, 2:5.


The attached worksheet gives students practice with ratios while introducing them to some common household solutions.
