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PROCEDURES FOR ARTICULATED CREDIT TRANSFER
Tech Prep District/Site Coordinators will work with their respective high schools to ensure that high school students who receive a letter grade of “B” or better in an articulated course have that course annotated as a Tech Prep course on his/her high school transcript.  Means of annotation can be determined by the high school.

On the high school transcript or attached to it, an indication of the Maricopa Community College course name and number to which the indicated course is articulated.  

The Tech Prep students will request that their respective high school registrars forward their transcripts to the appropriate Maricopa Community College.
Upon admission to a Maricopa Community College, the student will need to ask the Registrar’s Office to evaluate his/her high school transcript for Tech Prep (dual enrollment) credits.
The College Registrar will evaluate the transcript and post up to a total of nine (9) credit hours of articulated course work.
