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Tech Prep Goals 
The following defined Tech Prep components guide the West Valley Tech Prep Consortium in its completion of its duties.  

1  Component 1:  Articulation, and Programs of Study

Goal:  To provide articulated programs of study, linking secondary and post-secondary education, leading to the attainment of academic, technical and workforce skills, and a credential, certificate or a degree. [Section 202(a)(1)]
2 Component 2:  Professional Development

Goal:  To provide on-going professional development opportunities that supports the components of the Arizona Tech Prep program; including secondary and post-secondary, teachers, faculty, administrators and counselors.

3 Component 3:  Partnerships
Goal:  To strengthen relationships between education, business and community to provide a highly trained and competitive workforce.
Tech Prep supports partnerships among secondary schools, postsecondary institutions, baccalaureate degree granting institutions, area CTE schools, local workforce investment boards, business and industry, and intermediaries that gives students opportunities to experience all aspects of the industry.
4  Component 4:  PIE2  (Providing Information on Education and Employment)

Goal:  To increase awareness, understanding and participation in the Arizona Tech Prep program through multiple communication strategies.  

5 Component 5:  ACCESS (A Comprehensive Commitment to Equality for Student Success)

Goal:  To incorporate special populations, preparatory services and non-traditional philosophies ensuring equal access in Tech Prep activities and programs.
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
