Turfgrass Calculations

1. The turf manager wants to apply a 10-5-5 fertilizer at the rate of 1 pound of nitrogen per 1000 ft2.  How many pounds of the fertilizer should be applied per 1,000 ft2
2. Using the information obtained in the previous problem, determine how much it will cost to fertilize an area that is 200 feet long and 90 feet wide at the rate of 1 pound N per M (1,000 ft2).   Each bag of 10-5-5 fertilizer weighs 50 pounds and costs $10.00.

3. It is stated on a 36-pound bag of 26-8-12 fertilizer that the bag covers 10,000 ft2.   The turf manager must determine what rate of N/per M is being applied if the spreader setting recommended on the bag is used.
